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The article focuses on the major directions of the investigator’s activities on coping with conflicts associated
with the investigator's search activities. According to the author’'s conclusion, all types of conflicts in the
investigator’s search activities can be divided into two groups depending on the environment where they arise.
These are conflicts caused by the offending behavior of the accused and conflicts arising during the search
activities between the participants. Coping with these conflicts is to involve using various methods and means.

The author offers possible ways out of these situations by means of resolving such important problems as
finding out the conflict motives in the behavior of the accused and the investigation participants, their
classification; determining the role and meaning of a psychological profile of the accused in order to predict not
only his behavior but also his possible location in case of absconding from justice; finding out the causes of
conflicts arising during the interaction between the investigator and law enforcement officials while searching for
the accused and working out the recommendations and proposals on coping with them.
